     We praise God for His faithfulness as we have and are enduring the politically induced increases in the 

staples of daily life here in Kenya. Across the board most prices have continued to rise or stay at their 

already high levels. Especially hurt are the lives of the average Kenyan because of daily food costs.  

     Most Kenyans survive on food prepared with wheat and drink tea with sugar for calories. When a 

mother goes to the market, she now finds wheat flour 200ksh instead of 100ksh for 2 kg. Sugar use to be 

100ksh for 1kg, but now it is 160ksh.  

     Now consider that when prices were 100ksh, that same family was already struggling to get their daily 

food to eat 1 or 2 meals. I share this because I believe many of you pray for us here. Our provision for all 

that we do here in Kenya ultimately comes from our God, but he uses “people”. Many of you are those 

“people”. Thank you because what you share goes a long way touching many. Again, thank you!
